Le Havre to Parcay les Pins

Leave the port and head for Caen, Rouen and the Pont de Normandie – this road is two lanes – the left hand lane goes under bridges and has a height restriction  - the right hand lane stops at lights etc so keep to the left hand lane.

Follow signs for Pont de Normandie and go over the bridge – it is spectacular – you will have to pay a toll at the far side of I think 5 Euros but all toll stations in France accept English credit cards. 

On the other side of the bridge the main place you are aiming for is Alencon then Le Mans - so follow signs for Caen, Pont L’Eveque, Lisieux, Vimoutiers, Gace, Sees, Alencon, Le Mans. The further down the list the better so if you see a sign for Le Mans then always take that.

When you get to Alencon take the motorway (Peage in French) to Le Mans

When you get to Le Mans follow signs for Tours staying on the motorway, you first head towards Paris then turn off at the next junction towards Tours and Bordeaux.

Leave the motorway at the junction for Chateau-du-Loir. Follow signs for Vaas and Le Lude. Go straight through Vaas to Le Lude.

In Le Lude follow signs for Saumur.

When you get to Noyant go straight over at the crossroads 

This is the main shopping street in Noyant and at the end it bends round to the right and just after that turn left down past the church. 

Just after the church is a roundabout – well a bump in the road really – go straight over here and follow the road to Breil and keep going straight on to Parcay les Pins. From Noyant to Parcay is about 6 miles.

Follow the road into the village to a crossroads and bear right which will take you past the Post Office and Mairie to a junction where opposite is the shop and bar/tabac. Turn right and follow the road round to the left and then just after a small right hand bend is La Croix Joreau on the right hand side. (there is a sign)
